As my vision is monocular (vision in one eye), I was to told to get Medical Certificate (Form 1A) furnished by a Doctor of government hospital. This Medical Certificate includes details to be furnished by an ophthalmologist and physician.
To support my above application, I obtained a copy of RTI reply (copy attached herewith) by Transport Department of Delhi which clearly states that “CMV act and rules made there under do not prohibit visually handicapped person (with normal vision in one eye) from getting driving License, but he is required to furnish Medical Certificate as prescribed in Form 1A of CMV Act”.

15. What is the roughs test for the vision?

Ans : The standard required for driving is the ability to read a car number plate at 20 meters. Any change in vision may mean driving should be stopped until an optician has been consulted. Any loss of vision should be reported.

Loss of vision in one eye does not prevent driving, provided that the person has adjusted to it. 

Glaucoma, colour blindness and cataracts do not mean you cannot drive, provided you meet the standard required.

4. Should drivers with monocular vision undertake the eyesight screen check?

Ans : No. The eyesight screen check cannot check drivers who have monocular vision (sight in one eye only). Drivers with monocular vision should go to their optometrist, ophthalmologist or GP for an eyesight certificate

Drivers who have recently lost the use of one eye need to take extra care. They may need to stop driving for a period of time until their vision has adjusted.
From the excerpts above it is clear that one-eyed persons are allowed to drive private vehicle.
Presenting my case, I request you to furnish my Medical Certificate so that I can obtain my Driving License.
